Week 1—Mar. 6-12 Pray That We Attentively Follow Jesus 

 Pray that we will be listening to His voice.  Listening to His voice through the Scriptures, the Holy Spirit 

residing in us, the Church – listening to Him speaking through His body and the ways He has gifted it to 

encourage, heal, teach and more 

 Pray for those in your LifeGroup, your Ministry Team, your Church. Pray God’s blessing on them as 

they follow Him.  

Week 2—Mar. 13-19 Pray That We Equip Each Other for Ministry 

 Pray that God would be making us a Church that is a Disciple Making Church.
